No. 7 on the Favorites Hymn Chart 
"Holy, Holy, Holy" was a poem written for Trinity 
Sunday, the eighth Sunday after Easter.  Its author, 
Reginald Heber was born in England, in 1783.  
Educated at Oxford University and then ordained 
into the Church of England in 1807.  He wrote his 
own hymns and compiled them into a hymnal in 
1820.  It unites Christians worldwide as we sing 
about the vision of our heavenly home portrayed in 
Revelation 4:8-11. Alfred Lord Tennyson regarded 
this hymn as the finest hymn in the English 
language.  It clearly expresses the complex Christian 
doctrine of the Trinity. Rev. John B. Dykes (see page 
916 in our hymnal to see the other hymns he 
wrote) wrote the tune and called it "Nicaea" because 
it was at the first Council of Nicaea in 325 a.d. that 
the doctrine of the Trinity was first clearly 
defined for the church and the Nicene Creed was 
adopted. This is a favorite hymn of Sherry 
Vineyard, Connie Kostiuk, Grossman, Laurie Peake, 
Kermit Coggshall, Dennis Yoder, Judy Chavat, 
Tom Laney, Steve Martinez and Clif Bailey.
